The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights --

(1) Within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and

(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item.

(b) Assignment. I.  Purpose:

The purpose of this contract is to fund one or more cardiovascular disease prevention programs for women of color, aged 40-60 years.  Each program shall be implemented at 25 faith-based sites throughout the United States.  Participants at each site shall be committed to increasing their level of physical activity and establishing a healthy weight over the course of the program.  The educational phase of the program shall consist of seven bi-monthly sessions that shall educate women on all of the major risk factors for coronary heart disease and stroke--smoking, diabetes, hypertension, cholesterol, obesity, and physical inactivity, while primarily focusing on controlling weight and increasing physical activity.  The maintenance phase of the project shall consist of regularly scheduled, interactive maintenance sessions that shall be designed by program participants.  All educational and maintenance sessions shall include small group discussions and a physical activity component focused on reducing risk. Statement of Work

I.  Purpose:

The purpose of this contract is to fund one or more cardiovascular disease prevention programs for women of color, aged 40-60 years.  Each program shall be implemented at 25 faith-based sites throughout the United States.  Participants at each site shall be committed to increasing their level of physical activity and establishing a healthy weight over the course of the program. II.  Period of Performance:

The project shall take approximately 18 months and will include three phases.  Phase I will consist of planning, development, and recruitment and shall be completed within 8 months.  Phase II will include seven bi-monthly educational sessions that shall be conducted over a 4-month period.  Phase III will include maintenance sessions (number and frequency to be determined by each site) that shall last for another 3 months.  The final 3 months of the program, Phase IV, shall consist of program evaluation and write-up of the final report.  The time for project initiation (pending funding approval) is estimated to be October 2004 and the final completion date is estimated to be April 2006.
III.  Background:

The Office on Women's Health in the United States Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS/OWH) has as its mission “the improvement of women’s health across the lifespan by directing, developing, stimulating, and coordinating education and training across the agencies and offices of the Department of Health and Human Services and with other agencies and offices of the Department, and consumer and heath care professional groups.”  To that end, the DHHS/OWH has established public/private partnerships that address the health issues of heart disease and stroke in women.  One such partnership is with the National Heart, Lung, and Blood Institute’s Heart Truth Campaign, which is targeting high-risk women aged 40-60 years, through a national PSA education campaign.

The Office of Research on Women's Health at the National Institutes of Health (NIH/ORWH) promotes, stimulates, and supports efforts to improve the health of women through biomedical and behavioral research.  NIH/ORWH works in partnership with the NIH institutes and centers to ensure that women's health research is part of the scientific framework at NIH and throughout the scientific community.  Both the DHHS/OWH and the NIH/ORWH are committed to reducing the death and disability due to heart disease among women of color.  Thus, these offices are interested in funding one or more new faith-based cardiovascular disease prevention programs for women of color.  

Cardiovascular disease (CVD) is the leading cause of death among American women and the number one 
killer among women of color in the United States.  Stroke and other cerebrovascular diseases are the third leading cause of death for women of color in the United States.  National surveys show that most women believe breast cancer represents a greater health risk than cardiovascular disease and stroke.  However, nearly twice as many women in the United States die of cardiovascular disease and stroke as from all forms of cancer (CDC, 2000).  It is 
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essential to educate women about the risk of CVD because, in contrast to cancer, modification of risk factors at any stage of cardiovascular disease can result in a significant improvement in health outcomes.  

Over the period 1997-1999, African American females had the highest age-adjusted death rates from major cardiovascular diseases (more than 395 per 100,000) of all American females.  The death rate was nearly 195 per 100,000 for Hispanic females, followed by rates of 190 per 100,000 for American Indian/Alaska Native females and nearly 180 per 100,000 for Asian and Pacific Islander females (CDC, 2000).  CVD risk factors such as diabetes mellitus, high blood pressure, high cholesterol and obesity increase the risk of death and are more prevalent in African-American and Mexican-American women than among white women of comparable socioeconomic status.  In addition, among American Indians/Alaska Natives, 61% of women have one or more heart disease risk factors.  

Equally alarming is the dramatic increase in obesity among women of color over the last several decades.  Hispanic and black women are more likely to suffer from obesity, with more than 40% of black women currently meeting the body mass index (BMI) classification for obesity (CDC, 2002).  One contributor to the epidemic of obesity is the lack of physical activity among minority populations.  Less than one-third of Hispanic and blacks are engaging in regular physical activity.  Furthermore, women are less likely to be physically active compared to their male counterparts (CDC, 2003).  Modification of these two CVD risk factors (i.e. weight increase and physical inactivity) can dramatically reduce the morbidity and mortality associated with heart disease.  

Gender and ethnic disparities in cardiovascular outcomes are most marked for African-American women who generally have differing cardiovascular risk profiles and have a 69% higher death rate compared to white women.  African-American and other minority women face greater barriers in access to cardiovascular care than do ethnic majority women, and therefore are less likely to be referred for appropriate and timely management of cardiovascular risk factors and disease.  Thus, education of these high-risk and under treated sub-populations has the potential to significantly impact the disparities in outcomes between women of color and white women.

The utilization of faith-based organizations in the prevention and treatment of cardiovascular risk factors of its members has been proven effective and well demonstrated over the past 20 years (Lefevre, Lasater, Carleton, & Peterson, 1987; Flack & Wiist, 1991; Ferdinand, 1997).  In addition, breast cancer awareness and screening interventions through faith-based organizations have proven to significantly increase breast cancer screening (Husaini et al., 2002; Derose et al., 2000).  However, there have been no national efforts to use the expansive influence and networks of faith-based organizations to launch a national cardiovascular disease prevention program for women of color. 


Increased knowledge is an essential component to CVD-related health promotion efforts, and many programs targeting the prevention and treatment of heart disease focus on knowledge acquisition as its primary aim.  However, risk behavior modification, the process of translating the knowledge into practice, is also pivotal to positive health outcomes and improved quality and quantity life.  Self-monitoring has proven to be an effective and empirically–validated technique to assess and modify risk behavior across treatment.  In the area of CVD, behavioral interventions typically involve the use of daily dietary, exercise, or smoking logs/diaries to monitor participants’ behavior.  Self-monitoring is employed to help both the individual and health professional track risk behaviors during a program, and to develop goals and strategies to modify these behaviors.  Data suggests that programs implementing a self-monitoring component are, overall, more successful in producing positive health change and outcomes (Kummel et al, 2001; Burke et al., 1997; Madsen et al., 1993).  The programs funded by this contract shall incorporate a self-monitoring component into their designs.

During the last 4 years, the DHHS/OWH has developed a cardiovascular disease prevention website, tailored for women according to their race or ethnicity. This program can be found on the www.4woman.gov website and is called For Your Heart.  The theoretical basis of the For Your Heart initiative is the Stages of Change model, which proposes that changes in health behavior are not discrete events, but involve a progression through a continuum of behavior change readiness.  Specifically, an individual’s degree of behavior change typically reflects one of the five 
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stages.  In each of the stages, a person has to address a different set of issues and tasks that relate to their risk 
behavior. The five stages of the model are: Pre-contemplation; Contemplation; Preparation; Action; and Maintenance (Prochaska, J.O., DiClemente, C.C., Norcross, J.C., 1992). The programs funded by this contract shall assess, address, and incorporate this model into its design.

In 2001, the DHHS Office on Women’s Health funded a pilot cardiovascular disease prevention program in six churches across the United States through the Association of Black Cardiologists.  The program was designed to encourage cardiovascular disease risk reduction among African American women.  The program included personal risk assessment, cooperative support groups, and regularly scheduled educational sessions on cardiovascular disease risk factors and risk modification.  The lessons learned and feedback from this well-received pilot program included: 

· incorporation of low to moderate physical activity as a part of every educational session; 

· continual review of key lessons during each educational session to reinforce risk factor knowledge;

· inclusion of incentives and reminders to improve regular attendance at the sessions;

· conduction of cardiovascular screenings at each site concurrent to risk topic of choice;

· confidential record keeping of weight measurements; 

· establishment of a resource center or library for health materials at each site; 

· development of user-friendly self-monitoring tools.

The new programs funded by this contract shall incorporate the most successful aspects of the pilot program as well as the lessons learned and feedback mentioned above.  Additionally, the new programs shall expand upon other successful faith-based programs with similar goals such as the Cardiovascular Risk Reduction Program for Black Women (Becker et al., 2000), Pawtucket Heart Health Program (Lefebvre et al., 1987), Oklahoma City Cholesterol Education Program (Flack & Wiist, 1990), and the Stanford Five-City Project (Farquhar et al., 1990).  Funded projects should incorporate the following components: 

risk assessment, screening, and education

· self-monitoring risk modification

· positive reward system for session attendance, participation, and self-monitoring (weekly   prizes or vouchers)

· physical activity

· evaluation
· CVD resource library for each site

· Prayers and spiritual messages 

IV.  Scope of Work:

A.  Sites, Populations, and Partners

The contractor shall be either a national faith-based organization or shall be a partner with a national faith-based organization.  A national faith-based organization is the national organizing, representational, policy making or leadership entity for several faith-based member units, such as churches, temples, mosques, etc that are located in multiple states across the United States.  It is usually a non-profit organization that has a network of contributing members.  

The contractor shall have access to 25 faith-based sites (e.g. churches, mosques, etc.) with large populations of women of color.  These sites may be among one nationally recognized denomination and distributed across the nation, or they may be representative of more than one denomination.  The sites 
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shall not be located in only one section of the country; they shall be geographically dispersed throughout the United States, including urban and rural areas.  The contractor shall target women aged 40-60 years 
who are members of at least one women of color population.  The contractor's access to these population(s) through the delivery sites should be demonstrated by a history of collaboration or direct programmatic delivery.

B.  Phase I- Program Planning, Development, and Recruitment



1.  Planning, Development, and Implementation
Active partnerships with national faith-based organization representatives and health professionals shall be developed.  A multidisciplinary planning committee and speakers bureau shall be formed consisting of representatives from the faith-based organization, health care professionals and educators, and community women of color.  The contractor will consult with the planning committee to design seven sessions that shall educate women on all of the major risk factors for coronary heart disease and stroke--smoking, diabetes, hypertension, cholesterol, obesity, and physical inactivity.  The prevention of stress should also be addressed either as a separate session or as part of the other sessions.  The format of the educational sessions will be specified in subsequent sections of this statement.  New curriculum may be designed or existing curriculum from other sources may be adapted for this program. 

The contractor shall select 25 faith-based sites where the program shall be implemented.  One site leader from each site will be designated to promote, coordinate, and facilitate the program at their particular site.  This person will be a leader at the site (e.g. health ministry leader, pastor's wives, etc.) and/or a health professional affiliated with the faith-based site.  Each site shall be given a stipend for their involvement; this stipend shall include compensation for the site leader and shall not exceed $2000 per site.  Each stipend will be divided into portions for distribution at specific intervals, contingent upon site performance.
All site leaders shall be required to attend a one-day training course, developed and administered by the contractor.  This course must take place in one location and site leaders must attend in person.  The training course will introduce site leaders to the goals, structure and subject matter of the program.  The training session will also equip site leaders with the materials, tools, strategies, and resources necessary to implement the program at their sites.  Upon completion of training, each site leader will receive a training certificate and the first portion of the site stipend.  After receiving training, site leaders will coordinate and host all educational and maintenance sessions at their specific sites. 



        Specific Tasks of Contractor



       The contractor shall:

· Select 25 faith-based sites in both urban and rural areas throughout the United States that are willing to participate in the program, and obtain a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with each site stating the terms of the agreement.

· Form a multidisciplinary planning committee and speakers bureau consisting of representatives from the faith-based organization, health care professionals and educators, and community women of color. 
· Consult with the planning committee to design seven (or eight) educational sessions that address all of the major risk factors for coronary heart disease and stroke--smoking, diabetes, hypertension, cholesterol, obesity, physical inactivity, and stress.

· Develop instructional manual with lessons for each of the seven (or eight) CVD risk factors.

· Develop small group discussion format for each session focusing on encouraging participants to incorporate weight control strategies and physical activity into their daily lives.
· Develop instructional manual for the physical activity component of each educational and maintenance session.
· Design one-day site leader training course.
· Develop materials for one-day site leader training course (manual, certificates, etc.) and the seven (or eight) educational sessions (e.g., course binders, educational and/or exercise videos, booklets, etc.).

· Develop self-monitoring risk modification materials (logs, diaries, etc.) that are user-friendly and allow participants to track regular physical activity and weight control behaviors.

· Develop evaluation materials (e.g. knowledge tests, screening data collection forms, risk factor profile assessment tools, and qualitative feedback forms).

· Reproduce all educational session, self-monitoring, and evaluation materials and mail copies to each site.

· Choose site leader, transport them to training session, and execute training session.
· Distribute first portion of site stipend to each site leader upon completion of training.
                 2.  Recruitment and Retention
Each site leader will be responsible for promoting the program and recruiting speakers and participants at her faith-based site.  Each site shall aim to recruit an average of 20 to 50 participants.  All participants must read and sign a written consent form before starting the program.  The contractor shall prepare the consent form in lay-language.  The contractor will also create postcard reminders for each educational and maintenance session.  Each site leader will keep a mailing list of participants at his/her site and shall mail the reminder postcards to each participant.  The site leader will also make reminder phone calls as necessary.

All educational and maintenance sessions shall be focused on mutual support for participants in their efforts to reduce the risk associated with increased weight and physical inactivity.  Site leaders will obtain and distribute incentives (e.g. door prizes, food or exercise vouchers) to motivate participants to modify these two risk factors during the course of the program.  Prizes will be offered to the participants who achieve their personalized risk modification goals for each session.  Positive reinforcement and open communication as well as a healthy sense of competition must be encouraged.  All incentives and prizes shall be solicited as donations from private sources, and shall not be paid for by the contract.

· Develop informed consent document and program promotional materials (e.g. flyers, pamphlets, etc.) 

· Reproduce consent document and promotional materials and mail to each site.

· Develop and reproduce postcard reminders for each educational and maintenance session and mail copies to each site.


     3.   Resource Establishment
The contractor must compile a local directory of cardiovascular resources (cardiologists, 
(Section VI
          Page 7 of 12)
dieticians, diabetes experts, weight loss and exercise program material, public health screening and diagnosis information) for women in each community, including health care alternatives for the uninsured and underinsured women.  The contractor shall establish a national website or enhance existing faith-based organizations' websites to provide cardiovascular support and information online.  These sites shall be linked 
to the For Your Heart feature of the National Women’s Health Information Centers www.4woman.gov.  Website training for program participants must be incorporated into the first educational session.  This training will include instruction on how participants who do not own computers can access computers that are available for public use.  Computers shall not be paid for by this contract.

The contractor shall publish a newsletter to promote the program and website, provide additional cardiovascular disease information, and highlight progress made by individual sites and participants.  The newsletter will be distributed to all 25 sites on a monthly basis.


       Specific Tasks of Contractor



       The contractor shall:

· Compile a local directory of cardiovascular resources for each site.
· Establish and promote a national website or enhance existing faith-based organizations' websites to provide cardiovascular support and information online.  
· Train site leaders on directory information and website resources.

· Design website training component of the first educational session.

· Design and print newsletter.
· Distribute newsletter to each site on a monthly basis.
C. Phase II - Educational Sessions 

Each site will host seven bi-monthly educational sessions over a period of 3-4 months. These sessions shall address the six major risk factors for coronary heart disease and stroke, ways to modify risk, and the benefits associated with risk modification.  Sessions may include lectures, demonstrations, video presentations, activities, etc.  Each session will also incorporate some form of low to moderate physical activity (such as walking, yoga or gospel aerobics) as well as prayers and spiritual messages. 

Additionally, each session shall include a small group discussion component that will focus on encouraging participants to incorporate weight control strategies and physical activity into their daily lives.  Participants shall be divided into small groups according to criteria chosen by the contractor.  These criteria may be based on Prochaska’s Stages of Change model, demographics, risk factor profiles, etc.  During the group discussion component, participants should discuss self-monitoring efforts and establish risk modification goals.  The contractor will consult and incorporate qualified cardiologists, endocrinologists, nurses, dieticians, physical exercise and other health professionals in the development of the project design and implementation of the education and small group discussions.  
Screening for all six major CVD risk factors shall be conducted for each participant at the first educational session (weight measurements should be kept confidential) to establish baseline measurements.  The contractor will solicit local health care organizations to donate or loan screening equipment, giving proper acknowledgement for their assistance.  Additionally, health professionals who volunteer to present at sessions can be asked to bring equipment with them.  Each participant shall also be administered a test to determine baseline knowledge of CVD and its risk factors.  Additionally during this first session, each participant shall assess her own personal CVD risk profile.  The importance of weight control and physical activity will be introduced and emphasized as the primary goal of the 
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program.  Daily weight and physical activity self-monitoring materials (diaries, logs, etc.) will be distributed and explained.  The site leader should also discuss the reward system created regarding participants’ self-monitoring efforts.  Moreover, the first session should include website training and education. 

A portion of each of the following six sessions will be devoted to educating participants about one CVD risk factor, so that all six of the major risk factors are covered by the end of Phase II.  After receiving educational information about the particular risk factor of interest, participants will be screened for that risk factor.  In addition, key lessons learned at previous sessions will be reviewed at each of the following session to reinforce risk factor knowledge.  

During the last educational session, participants will be screened again for all six major CVD risk factors and each participant shall assess her own personal CVD risk profile.  Each participant shall also be administered a test to determine knowledge of CVD and its risk factors.  Additionally, participants shall be asked to provide feedback regarding their experience in the program and evaluate the program.  Responses will be used to aid participants in designing the maintenance phase of the program.

Specific Tasks of Contractor


     The contractor shall:

· Contact site leaders via e-mail and phone calls on a regular basis.

· Assist site leaders in scheduling sessions at each site.

· Assist site leaders in soliciting local health care professionals and facilities to donate or loan screening equipment.  (This contract shall not pay for screening supplies or equipment.)

· Assist site leaders in coordinating screenings and administering evaluation materials.  

· Assist site leaders in recruiting speakers for the sessions (e.g. nurses, physicians and other health care professionals) and conducting website training.

D.  Phase III- Maintenance Sessions 

During the last educational session, participants will decide on a plan of action for follow-up maintenance sessions.  The maintenance sessions will take place over a period of three months.  With the aid of health professionals and representatives from the faith-based organizations, participants shall decide on the number, frequency, and format of the maintenance sessions.  These sessions may include any or all of the following: additional educational seminars, screenings, testimonials, personal counseling, field trips (e.g. trips to gyms to exercise or trips to grocery stores and restaurants to practice selecting healthy foods), etc.  However, each session must include a physical activity and a small group discussion component. 

At each site, the format of each session during the maintenance phase should be clearly outlined and documented by site leader (what type of activity, duration of activity, material covered, location etc.).  During the last maintenance session, participants will be screened again for all six major CVD risk factors and each participant shall assess her own personal CVD risk profile.  Each participant shall also be administered a test to determine knowledge of CVD and its risk factors.  Additionally, participants shall be asked to give feedback and evaluate the program.  

Specific Tasks of Contractor


    The contractor shall:

· Contact site leaders via e-mail and phone calls on a regular basis.

· Assist site leaders in scheduling sessions at each site.
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· Assist site leaders in soliciting local health care professionals and facilities to donate or loan screening equipment.  (This contract shall not pay for screening supplies or equipment.)

· Assist site leaders in coordinating screenings and administering evaluation materials.
· Assist site leaders in recruiting speakers.

· Assist site leaders with any additional resources necessary to the format chosen by the participants.

E.  Phase IV- Program Evaluation/Write-up
Screening, knowledge, and personal risk profile assessment data shall be obtained from three assessment points--the first and last educational sessions and the last maintenance session.  (Note: Blood tests must be used to screen for cholesterol and diabetes during these three assessment points.)  Data shall also be obtained from self-monitoring materials and from feedback and evaluation forms.  The contractor shall design one centralized database, collect all participant data from the site leaders, and enter data into the database.  This data shall be kept confidential through use of unique identifying numbers.  At the end of the program, all data will be analyzed to quantitatively evaluate the program's effectiveness.  Specific questions to address include, but are not limited to, the following:  

· Did participants' knowledge of CVD and its associated risk factors increase after the educational sessions? Did this knowledge increase after the maintenance sessions? 

· Did participants make progress in establishing healthy weights over the course of the program? 

· Did participants increase their level of regular physical activity (outside of program sessions) over the course of the program? 

· Did participants modify any of the other major CVD risk factors?

· Did participants evaluate the program favorably?

· What changes do the participants suggest?

The contractor shall prepare quarterly reports that outline the status and progression of the project at various points during the program.  The contractor shall also participate in a conference call, once a month, with the OWH Project Officer and other awardees of this contract.  The contractor shall prepare a final report with results from the data analysis noted above.  


       Specific Tasks of Contractor
The contractor shall: 

· Collect all participant data from evaluation tools and self-monitoring materials.  

· Enter all data obtained from each site into centralized database using unique identifiers for each participant.
· Analyze data using appropriate statistical software to answer questions described above. 

· Prepare quarterly progress reports.
· Participate in a conference call, once a month, with the OWH Project Officer and other awardees of this contract.
· Prepare final report.

TECHNICAL PROPOSAL 
The Technical Proposal will be in the form of a written proposal.  The written Technical Proposal is intended to provide Offerors with the opportunity to demonstrate how they will perform the work, their qualifications for and understanding of the project, as well as their technical qualifications and planned approach to meeting the requirements of this project.  The Technical Proposal is limited to a total of fifty (50) – the fronts and backs of 25 pieces of 8 ½ “by 11” paper using standard 10 or 12 point font.  The first fifty pages of the proposal will be considered; any pages exceeding this length will be removed from the proposal and will not be evaluated.  Staff resumes, letters of support, memorandums of understanding (MOUs), samples of existing curriculum, samples of survey instruments and data collection forms, and research results and references may be included as part of an appendix and will not count toward the 50 pages limit.
The Technical Proposal must state in detail how the Offeror intends to comply with the work requirements in the Statement of Work of this RFP.  The Offeror should read the evaluation criteria closely.  Please note that this procurement focuses on the current Administration’s Faith-Based Agenda, and as such, the offeror must demonstrate that it either is a national faith-based organization, or can successfully collaborate/partner with a national faith-based organization in order to accomplish the work.  A national faith-based organization is the 
national organizing, representational, policy making or leadership entity for several faith-based member units, such as churches, temples, mosques, etc that are located in multiple states across the United States. A. Management  Approach and Technical Capabilities(Volume 1a)

Proposed work must reference tasks as shown in the Statement of Work, and the material should be presented in the order in which it appears in the RFP.  The Offeror is free to recommend and describe other procedures that they believe will more effectively achieve the stated objectives, but needs to carefully relate alternatives and rationales to the approach recommended in the Statement of Work.  The Offeror should demonstrate a full understanding of the need for the proposed work, anticipating, prioritizing, and presenting likely work components that will achieve overall study goals and objectives. Program Management Plan (Volume 1c)

The offeror should develop, propose, and operate under a Program Management Plan.  This plan includes a description and discussion of the following topics:

 

1. A program schedule that lays out the critical paths and identifies significant milestones for the accomplishment of the proposed effort.  Specific staff responsibilities must be detailed in this schedule along with a person‑ hours‑loading chart for each task.  

2. Project planning that provides, at a minimum, details pertaining to the four phases of the work as they are outlined in the Statement of Work in Section C.
3. A Data Management Plan that, at a minimum, anticipates and incorporates in-house data management, federal data and metadata reporting requirements, and data submissions to GovWorks and DHHS. 
D.
Past Performance (Volume 1d)

Each offeror should include its organization's experience and success in managing this type of work and the technical personnel's experience in participating in this kind of work. Also include a description of the organization, the experience of its support personnel, and information about subcontractors, partners, and quality of cooperation between organization, staff, key personnel, and clients.  

Relevant previous experience may include, but is not limited to, the development of: comprehensive campaigns or educational programs aimed at improving the health of women and/or men, health behavior modification programs, programs delivered in faith-based settings, cardiovascular disease prevention and risk modification programs, and previous collaborations with a national faith-based institution (if the offorer is not a faith-based institution). 
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Specific references for previous work of this nature that the key personnel or organization has performed within the last four years must be included.
